Learning from projects globally, we will develop strategies for land and water
rehabilitation, transforming the area into a vibrant district with integrated
recreational infrastructure.

To realize the potential of the territory the landscape must undergo remediation to
cleanse it from contamination. Bioremediation techniques will be utilized where
possible for the treatment of contaminated soils, while plant-based filtration
techniques will be employed to create a functional ecosystem that cleans the
river’s water. Bringing both green and blue together, we propose a wetland park
and rain gardens which, as well as contributing to water purification, contribute to
flood prevention.

Drawing on the history of Almetyevsk as a number of villages which expanded to
become a single city, we propose the development of the Stepnoy Zay River Valley
as a series of independent neighbourhoods which collectively form what we have
termed an Urban Archipelago — a series of development islands sitting within a
revitalised landscape. Together they form a unique urban ensemble.

The neighbourhoods are grouped into three zones- city expansion, reservoir, and
river valley — giving each a clearly differentiated context. Scale, density, function
and relationship to landscape are key factors in determining the character of each
area.

THE TERRITORY, AT AROUND 1700 HECTARES, IS LARGE AND VARIED IN ITS

RESPONDS TO THESE TYPES AND EXPLORES HOW THEY COULD BE DEVELOPED TO CREATE MEANINGFUL PLACES FOR
BOTH CITY INHABITANTS AND VISITORS.

THEHILLSIDEFORESTISEXTENDED TO THE EAST,PROVINGABACKDROPTOTHENEW RIVERVALLEYNEIGHBOURHOODS,
INCREASING BIODIVERSITY IN THE AREA WHILE ACTING AS A CARBON SINK, AND CONTRIBUTING TO THE CARBON
ECONOMY. THE FLOODPLAIN IS REVITALIZED AS AN IMPORTANT PUBLIC RESOURCE, WITH NEW PLANTING

THE STEPNOY ZAY RIVER VALLEY TERRITORY PLAYS A KEY ROLE IN LINKING THE CITY TO THE WIDER LANDSCAPE;

PROMENADES LINE THE RIVER EDGE AND A SERIES OF BRIDGES PROVIDE
CONNECTIVITY. THREE NEW PUBLIC PLAZAS ARE INDIVIDUALLY DESIGNED
TO CREATE A RICH PUBLIC LANDSCAPE.

PARKING WITHIN THE RESIDENTIAL ZONE IS PROVIDED IN A PODIUM, WITH
ON-STREET VISITOR PARKING. LARGE PUBLIC CAR AND COACH PARKS ARE
LOCATED ADJACENT TO THE PUBLIC ZONE, WHICH ALSO BENEFITS FROM

A SENSE OF COMMUNITY AMONGST RESIDENTS OF EACH BLOCK. A SMALL
CENTRAL PARK PROVIDES A GREEN LUNG, WHILE A WATERFRONT GARDEN

THE WATERFRONT THERE IS A SMALL PAVILION PROVIDING SPACE FOR A

MAIDAN / HIPPODROME / SNEZHNIKA

THE MAIDAN PLAYS AN IMPORTANT CULTURAL ROLE IN THE CITY — ACTING A SETTING FOR
THE ANNUAL SABANTUY FESTIVAL; HOWEVER, THE AREA IS CURRENTLY DISCONNECTED FROM
THE CITY AND SO SUFFERS FROM UNDER-USE FOR MUCH OF THE YEAR. OUR PROPOSALS,
WHICH BRING NEW NEIGHBOURHOODS TO THE NEARBY RESERVOIR, WILL ADD YEAR-ROUND
LIFE TO THE AREA. IN LINE WITH THIS WE PROPOSE AN UPGRADE OF THE PUBLIC SPACE
SURROUNDING THE STADIUM. THE CENTRAL LAWN IS RE-PLANNED AS 4 MEDIUM SIZED FLAT
TERRACES TO PROVIDE FLEXIBILITY FOR EVENTS OUTWITH THE STADIUM. WORKING WITH THE
EXISTING TOPOGRAPHY THE STEPPED ACCESS TO THESE AREAS PROVIDE A NATURAL PLACE FOR
SPECTATORS TO GATHER. ON THE ADJACENT HILLSIDE, THE IDEA OF TERRACING IS DEVELOPED
FURTHER, AT A SMALLER SCALE, TO CREATE A SERIES OF PLACES FOR GROUPS TO GATHER AND
SOCIALIZE.

THE SNEZHNIKA SPORT AND RECREATION COMPLEX WITHIN THE FOREST WILL BE UPGRADED
AND REVITALIZED THROUGH THE ADDITION OF A NEW FOREST HOTEL AND A CABLE CAR
STATION. THESE NEW FACILITIES WILL ATTRACT NEW VISITORS TO THE AREA TO ENJOY THE
ESCAPE THAT THE FOREST OFFERS.

THE HIPPODROME WILL ALSO BE UPGRADED AND REVITALIZED WITH THE ADDITION OF NEW
FACILITIES, AS ALREADY PROPOSED.

COLLECTIVELY, THE UPGRADE OF THESE THREE AREAS WILL CREATE AN IMPROVED SPORTS AND
RECREATION OFFER IN AN INCREDIBLE LANDSCAPE SETTING. WITH THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
ADJACENT RESERVOIR NEIGHBORHOODS, THE AREA WILL BE INTEGRATED INTO THE LIFE OF
THE CITY.

NEIGHBOURHOOD 5 HAS BEEN PLANNED AS A COMPACT, MIXED-USE, URBAN AREA OF MEDIUM-
HIGH DENSITY AND SCALE. IN ADDITION TO RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION, POTENTIAL USES
INCLUDE A HOTEL AND CONFERENCE CENTRE, BUSINESS PREMISES, AN INNOVATION CAMPUS,
CINEMA AND A SHOPPING CENTRE. A SECONDARY SCHOOL WILL ALSO BE PROVIDED TO
ACCOMMODATE THE NEW RESIDENTS OF THE WIDER DEVELOPMENT.

IT TAKES THE FORM OF TWO LINEAR DEVELOPMENT STRIPS CONNECTED BY A LINEAR PUBLIC
SPACE —ALL EXTENDING NORTH TOWARDS THE STEPNOY ZAY RIVER, SO CONNECTING THE CITY
TO THE WIDER LANDSCAPE. THE NEIGHBOURHOOD IS SHAPED BY ITS GRIDDED STRUCTURE,
ALLOWING EXTENDED VIEWS THROUGH AND ACROSS THE NEIGHBOURHOOD. THE CENTRAL

SCHOOL AND KINDERGARDEN WILL ALSO BE PROVIDED TO ACCOMMODATE
THE NEW RESIDENTS OF THE WIDER DEVELOPMENT.

SIMILAR IN FORM TO NEIGHBOURHOOD 5, IT COMPRISES TWO LINEAR
DEVELOPMENT STRIPS CONNECTED BY A CENTRAL PUBLIC SPACE
— ALL EXTENDING NORTH TOWARDS THE STEPNOY ZAY RIVER. THE
NEIGHBOURHOOD IS SHAPED BY ITS GRIDDED STRUCTURE, ALLOWING
EXTENDED VIEWS THROUGH AND ACROSS THE NEIGHBOURHOOD. THE
CENTRAL PUBLIC SPACE IS ENVISAGED AS BOTANIC GARDEN, EXPLORING
PLANT SPECIES FROM AROUND THE WORLD. THE NOTION OF LANDSCAPE
EXPLORATION AND UNDERSTANDING IS FURTHER DEVELOPED BY A
SEEDBANK, PERHAPS FOCUSED ON INDIGENOUS SPECIES OF RUSSIA, AND

WELL TO THE SITING OF THE DISTRICT ON THE LOWER SLOPES OF THE
HILLSIDE. THE STEPPING FORM OF THE TERRACES MAXIMISES VIEWS
DOWN TOWARDS THE RIVER, RESERVOIR AND CITY, WHILE PATHS LEAD INTO
THE NEW FOREST PLANTED TO THE REAR OF THE NEIGHBOURHOOD. AT KEY
POINTS WITHIN THE NEIGHBOURHOOD THE HOUSING TYPOLOGY CHANGES

CONTAMINATION BY VARIOUS ELEMENTS

>SOLUBILIZATION COMES FROM THE PRODUCTION OF ACIDICCOMPOUNDS
SUCH AS CARBOXYLIC, PHENOLIC, ALIPHATIC, NITRIC AND SULFURIC ACIDS.
CERTAIN CHEMILITHOTROPHIC BACTERIA (THIOBACILLUSLEPTOSPIRILLUM,
GALIONELLA) OXIDIZE THE REDUCED FORMS OF IRON AND SULFUR
CONTAINED IN SULFIDES AND PRODUCE SULFURIC ACID, WHICH CAN
DISSOLVE SILICATES, PHOSPHATES, OXIDES AND SULFIDES, THEREBY
RELEASING HEAVY METALS. FUNGI AND PLANT ROOTS ALSO EXCRETE
ACIDS TO INCREASE THEIR ABSORPTION OF NUTRIENTS, OR SIMPLY AS
METABOLIC WASTE. THIS ACIDIFICATION ALSO PROMOTES THE MOBILITY
OF OTHER ELEMENTS WHICH ARE NOT ESSENTIAL FOR PLANT METABOLISM.
ON THE OTHER HAND, SEVERAL OTHER ORGANIC MOLECULES, CAPABLE
OF SPECIFICALLY COMPLEXING CERTAIN ELEMENTS IN SOLUTION, CAN
ALSO BE RELEASED IN THE EVENT OF NUTRIENT DEFICIENCY. AMONG
THESE COMPLEXING AGENTS, SIDEROPHORES, ORGANIC COMPOUNDS OF
LOW MOLECULAR MASS, PRODUCED BY BACTERIA AND FUNGI BUT ALSO
BY PLANTS. THESE MOLECULES PROMOTE THE MOVEMENT OF METALLIC
ELEMENTS AND A DIFFUSIVE TRANSFER TAKES PLACE TO THE PLANTS IN
WHICH THEY ACCUMULATE

>INSOLUBILIZATION IS THE OPPOSITE PHENOMENON. ALTHOUGH THE
PHENOMENON OF EXTERNAL DETOXIFICATION OF HEAVY METALS BY ROOT
EXUDATES HAS NEVER BEEN DEMONSTRATED (BAKER AND WALKER, 1990),
CERTAIN LOW MOLECULAR ORGANIC ACIDS, SUCH AS OXALIC, CITRIC OR
FUMARIC ACIDS WHICH ARE INVOLVED IN INTRACELLULAR COMPLEXATION
OF NUTRIENTS, CAN BE SECRETED IN THE EXTERNAL ENVIRONMENT. THEY
WOULD THUS LIMIT TRANSFERS BY PROCESSES OF COMPLEXATION

>VOLATILIZATION IS BASED ON THE DIRECT ACTION OF CERTAIN
MICROORGANISMS ON THE DEGREE OF OXIDATION OF THE METALLIC
SPECIES. THIS IS THE CASE WITH MERCURY, ARSENIC AND SELENIUM (SE).
BIOMETHYLATION ALLOWS THE TRANSFER OF METHYL GROUPS DIRECTLY

> PHYTOSTABILIZATION: USE OF PLANTS TO REDUCE THE BIOAVAILABILITY
OF POLLUTANTS BY FLOWS (LATERAL OR DEEP) OR IMMOBILIZE THE
POLLUTING COMPOUNDS BIND THEM CHEMICALLY BY PRECIPITATION,
STABILIZATION, ABSORPTION OR TRAPPING OF THESE BY THE PLANT.
